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OUR JOURNEY WITH RVICS: 
Back in 1982, we both read an article in Guideposts about the RVICS ministry, and thought that was 
where the Lord was leading us. Although we figured it would be several years before we could go, we 
sent for information etc. Well, when you make a decision, the Lord really opens doors and before we  
knew it, it was a reality. Tom, with the State Parks in MI, qualified for an early retirement with 32 years of 
service. Jean, having taught High School business subjects, when needed, and lastly worked as a church 
secretary for 9 years simply had to give notice. We found an excellent used 5th wheel and truck (can you 
believe $8,000 for both), our house sold (in an unfavorable market) and we were on our way to Myrtle 
Beach, SC in 1984. 
 

We have criss-crossed the country East to West, North to South driving over 175,000 miles. We have had 
the privilege of working 100 projects, being leaders for 34. And because of RVICS learned about two  
projects overseas, going to Honduras and Kenya Africa. Early on we were full time, then circumstances 
changed and so we worked Spring and Fall. Our first year in RVICS we worked at Lake Waccamaw, NC, 
where the couples twin boys were just 6 weeks old. (Lots of RVICS grandmas) Then, just a few years 
ago, we were back there on a project and the twins were now 20 and away at college. The time sure has 
flown by. 
 

There have been changes in RVICS, only 5 groups when we began. Devotions began at 8:15 and more 
often than not you circled up outside.  Popcorn time was a must, as you learned then what your job was 
for the week and what other activities were coming up, and finally, as a leader, you carried around a large, 
bulky bulletin board for under the awning and as a group member you were to check it often to see what 
was the latest information. 
 

Some things though, never change, the sweet fellowship of all the Christian couples you work with, 
(almost 200 couples for us), the dedicated ministries serving the Lord and being just a small part of them, 
and the untold number of Blessings from all our experiences.  
May the Lord continue to Bless you all and “keep on trucking”.
